War and Worship

War and Worship concerns textile deposits from the bog sites of Thorsberg in Germany and Nydam,
Vimose and lllerup Adal in Denmark. All four sites are well-known for containing a substantial amount
of archaeological materials, particularly weapons, but they also contain, as integral parts of the
weapon deposits, a smaller number of preserved textiles, which nevertheless constitute outstanding
assemblages. With the exception of Thorsberg, publications dealing particularly with textiles from
weapon deposits are almost non-existent. The textiles from each site are analysed, then compared

to one another and described as a unit characterising the particular site. Comparisons are then made
between the four sites, with emphasis on the overall context. A final chapter by Lise Reeder Knudsen
analyses tablet-woven textiles in the deposits, a textile technique used to make bands, edges and
borders. Although the state of preservation of the textiles at the different locations varies hugely, the
research has extracted a large amount of information allowing conclusions on status, origin, function
and role in the deposits to be drawn. The fabrics presented here were, unquestionably, consecrated
textiles. They had been worn by the defeated foreign warriors during the battle and were considered
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worthy as sacrificial offerings to the gods. Some individual high-status textiles were perceived to have
a value comparable to certain metal items. Others - probably the majority - were used for covering and
wrapping other offerings for the subsequent sacrifice. All were committed to the lakes in a sacred act
of remembrance to celebrate victorious battles.

Historia archaeologica

The 70th birthday of Heiko Steuer, Professor of Pre- and Protohistory at Freiburg University from 1984
to 2005, and for many years one of the editors of the Reallexikon der Germanischen Altertumskunde,
has been the occasion for the presentation of this collection of 35 papers. The six sections cover
Steuer’s research fields: 1.

The history of
scholarship and matters of method.

The sacred places of the Balts of Lithuania take the form of sites and monuments that are shrouded
in myths and legends. This study is based on an analysis of 1200 examples and, although very

few have been investigated archaeologically, Vykintas Vaitkevicius looks at the historical, linguistic,
ethnological and folklore data associated with them. The places are classified according to type,
whether sacred hills, islands, hillforts/temples, fields, forests and groves, oak trees, stones, sacred
waters or caves, and studied for the information they contain about Balts religion and society. With
much of the evidence dating from the mid-1st millennium to early 2nd millennium AD, such data is then
compared to contemporary neighbours including Slavs, Germans and Finno-Ugrians. A lengthy list of
sites, an index of mythological and religious terms and lots of maps are provided at the back of the
volume.

The
term, frequently applied to peoples, languages, and material culture found in non-Roman north-western
and central Europe in classical antiquity, and to these phenomena in the western Roman Empire’s suc-
cessor states, is often treated as a legitimate, all-encompassing name for the culture of these regions.
Its usage is sometimes intended to suggest a shared social identity or ethnic affinity among those
who produce these phenomena. Yet, despite decades of critical commentary that have highlighted
substantial problems, its dominance of scholarship appears not to have been challenged. This edited
volume, which offers contributions ranging from literary and linguistic studies to archaeology, and which
span from the first to the sixteenth centuries AD, examines why the term remains so pervasive despite
its problems, offering a range of alternative interpretative perspectives on the late and post-Roman
worlds.

The Avaldsnes Royal Manor project explores early kingship in Northern Europe, spanning the period
c. AD-1320 AD. The principal case is the Norwegian kingdom and the core site is Avaldsnes near
Haugesund, Western Norway. 9th—10th century skaldic poems as well as 13th century sagas implies
that Avaldsnes was the principal Viking Age royal manor. The site has produced numerous exquisite
gravefinds from the Roman period onwards. Among them are the third century Flaghaug grave and two
ship graves from the late 8th century. Also, the Oseberg ship, excavated near Oslo, is now proven to
have been built c. 820 near Avaldsnes. The Museum of Cultural History, University of Oslo, excavated
the Avaldsnes settlement in 2011-12. A team of 23 scholars from prominent academic institutions,
including the University of Cambridge and University College London, participate in the research. This
first of two volumes contains their results regarding the manor and its setting on the island of Kérmt by
the Nordvegr, the sheltered sailing route along the West-Scandinavian coast. Together, the chapters
produce a detailed 1000-years’ history of a complex central-place area, its monuments and buildings,
its activities and functions, its blooming and fading, and eventually its downfall in the 14th century.

Interrogating the ‘Germanic’

This book seeks to revitalise the somewhat stagnant scholarly debate on Germanic rulership in the
first millennium AD. A series of comprehensive chapters combines literary evidence on Scandinavia’s
polities, kings, and other rulers with archaeological, documentary, toponymical, and linguistic evidence.
The picture that emerges is one of surprisingly stable rulership institutions, sites, and myths, while
control of them was contested between individuals, dynasties, and polities. While in the early centuries,
Scandinavia was integrated in Germanic Europe, profound societal and cultural changes in 6th-century
Scandinavia and the Christianisation of Continental and English kingdoms set northern kingship on a
different path. The pagan heroic warrior ethos, essential to kingship, was developed and refined; only to



recur overseas embodied in 9th—10th-century Vikings. Three chapters on a hitherto unknown masonry
royal manor at Avaldsnes in western Norway, excavated 2017, concludes this volume with discussions
of the late-medieval peak of Norwegian kingship and it's eventual downfall in the late 14th century. This
book’s discussions and results are relevant to all scholars and students of 1st-millenium Germanic
kingship, polities, and societies.

Leaves of Yggdrasil

At the same time that Emperor Septimius Severus was ordering the building of his triumphal arch in
Rome, around 203 AD, a large fleet from Norway sailed through Kattegat. Nithijo, Wagnijo, Swarta and
1000 other warriors attacked Eastern Jutland, but were decisively defeated. "Clothes were shredded
and armour was torn apart” wrote the Spanish priest and historian Orosius around 400 AD. We can
add that shields were smashed, swords were bent and broken and horse harnesses were chopped into
pieces. Then the wrecked spoils of war were sacrificed in a lake at lllerup. This book gives an account
of the excavation and the detailed studies arising from one of the most impressive archaeological finds
of our time, and the reader gains an insight into previously unknown and very surprising aspects of life
in the Iron Age.

Rulership in 1st to 14th century Scandinavia

This book presents the first comprehensive study of Anglo-Saxon manuscript texts containing runic
letters. To date there has been no comprehensive study of these works in a single volume, although
the need for such an examination has long been recognized. This is in spite of a growing academic
interest in the mise-en-page of early medieval manuscripts. The texts discussed in this study include
Old English riddles and elegies, the Cynewulfian poems, charms, Solomon and Saturn I, and the

Old English Rune Poem. The focus of the discussion is on the literary analysis of these texts in their
palaeographic and runological contexts. Anglo-Saxon authors and scribes did not, of course, operate
within a vacuum, and so these primary texts are considered alongside relevant epigraphic inscriptions,
physical objects, and historical documents. Victoria Symons argues that all of these runic works are
in various ways thematically focused on acts of writing, visual communication, and the nature of the
written word. The conclusion that emerges over the course of the book is that, when encountered in
the context of Anglo-Saxon manuscripts, runic letters consistently represent the written word in a way
that Roman letters do not.

Weklice

The scattered research history of the Old Frisian runic inscriptions dating to the early Medieval period
(ca. AD 400-1000) calls for a comprehensive and systematic reprocessing of these objects within their
socio-cultural context and against the backdrop of the Old English Runic tradition. This book presents
an annotated edition of 24 inscriptions found in the modern-day Netherlands, England and Germany.
It provides the reader with an introduction to runological methodology, a linguistic commentary on the
features attested in the inscriptions, and a detailed catalogue which outlines the find history of each
object and summarizes previous and new interpretations supplemented by pictures and drawings. This
book additionally explores the question of Frisian identity and an independent Frisian runic writing
tradition and its relation to the contemporary Anglo-Saxon runic culture. In its entirety, this work provides
a rich basis for future research in the field of runic writing around the North Sea and may therefore be
of interest to scholars of historical linguistics and early Medieval history and archaeology.

New scientific methods offer new insights in the past. Promising opportunities for archaeology and

This book presents the first collection of the earliest West Germanic bridal-quest narratives together
with a comparative study of them. In contrast to earlier studies, the author locates the origin of

this narrative tradition in the oral and written Germanic literary tradition, a result that leads to a
re-assessment of the genesis of vernacular German and Scandinavian literature. The chapters deal
in chronological order with the Latin chronicles of the Germanic peoples and with the early Latin and
vernacular literature in Germany and Scandinavia.

Runes and Roman Letters in Anglo-Saxon Manuscripts

This book is a formal and functional study of the three distinct meters of Old Norse eddic poetry,
fornyrdislag, malahattr, and lj6dahattr. Itprovides a systematic account of these archaic meters, both
synchronic and diachronic, and from a comparative Germanic perspective; particularly concerned with
Norse innovations in metrical practice, Suzukiexplores how and why the three meters were shaped in
West Scandinavia through divergent reorganization of the Common Germanic metrical system. The
bookconstitutes the first comprehensive work on the meters of Old Norse eddic poetry in a single
coherent framework; with thorough data presentation, detailed philological analysis, and sophisticated
linguistic explanation, the book will be of enormous interest to Old Germanic philologists/linguists,
medievalists, as well as metrists of all persuasions. A strong methodological advantage of this work is
the extensive use of inferential statistical techniques for giving empirical support to specific analyses
and claims being adduced. Another strength is a cognitive dimension, a (re)construction of a proto-
type-based model of the metrical system and its overall characterization as an integral part of the poetic
knowledge that governed eddic poets' verse-making technique in general.

Denmark in the Early Iron Age

This volume studies local priests as central players in small communities of early medieval Europe.
As clerics living among the laity, priests played a double role within their communities: that of local
representatives of the Church and religious experts, and that of owners of land and other goods. By
virtue of their membership of both the ecclesiastical and the secular world, they can be considered
as ‘men in the middle’: people who brought politico-religious ideas and ideals to secular communities,
and who linked the local to the supra-local via networks of landownerhsip. This book addresses both
roles that local priests played by approaching them via their manuscripts, and via the charters that
record transactions in which they were involved. Manuscripts once owned by local priests bear witness
to their education and expertise, but also indicate how, for instance, ideals of the Carolingian reforms
reached the lowest levels of early medieval society. The case-studies of collections of charters, on the
other hand, show priests as active members of networks of the locally powerful in a variety of European
regions. Notwithstanding many local variations, the contributions to this volume show that local priests
as ‘men in the middle’ are a phenomenon shared by the early medieval world as a whole.

Archaeology, history and biosciences

This book assesses the importance of poetry for the Old Icelandic literary flowering of ¢c. 1150-1350.
It addresses the apparent paradox that an extremely conservative form of literature, namely skaldic
poetry, was at the core of the most innovative literary and intellectual experiments in the period. The
book argues that this cannot simply be explained as a result of strong local traditions, as in most
previous scholarship. Thus, for instance, the author demonstrates that the mix of prose and poetry
found in kings’ sagas and sagas of Icelanders is roughly contemporary to the written sagas. Similarly,



he argues that treatises on poetics and mythology, including Snorri's Edda, are new to the period,
not only in their textual form, but also in their systematic mode of analysis. The book contends that
what is truly new in these texts is the method of the authors, derived from Latin learning, but applied to
traditional forms and motifs as encapsulated in the skaldic tradition. In this way, Christian Latin learning
allowed for its perceived opposite, vernacular oral literature of pagan extraction, to reach full fruition
and to largely replace the very literature which had made this process possible in the first place.

Jural relations desumed from Carolingian capitularies show interesting connections to preceding
customary norms, whilst the vicissitudes of the regional economy, based on agriculture and animal
husbandry, from Roman to Migration and later periods are highlighted by the study of vegetable remains
and pollen analysis."--Jacket.

The Meters of Old Norse Eddic Poetry

The linguistic analysis of runic inscriptions on the Continent tends to focus on individual texts or

on groups of texts seen as parallel. We can advance our understanding of the state of Continental
Germanic dialects in the 5th-7th centuries by examining the evidence for the major sound changes in
a larger dataset. The study begins with a brief discussion of the Proto-Germanic phonemic system and
the major processes by which the systems of Old High German (OHG) and Old Saxon (OS) develop
from it. The main body of the work consists of the analysis of a corpus of 90 inscriptions (including,
but not confined to, those conventionally labeled "South Germanic") for evidence of these changes.
Rather than making the individual inscription the focus for analysis, the investigation groups together
all possible witnesses to a particular phonological process. In many respects, the data are found to
be consistent with the anticipated developments of OHG and OS; but we encounter some problems
which the existing models of the sound changes cannot account for. There is also some evidence for
processes at work in the dialects of the inscriptions which are not attested in OHG or OS.

Later Roman-barbarian Contacts in Central Europe, Numismatic Evidence

Disputes lie at the heart of the sagas. Consequently, literary texts have been treated as sources of
legal practice — narrations of law — while the sagas themselves and the handling of legal matters by the
figures adhere to ‘laws of narration’. The volume addresses this intricate relationship between literature
and social practice from the perspective of historians as well as philologists. The contributions focus
not only on disputes and their solution in saga literature, but also on the representation of law and its
history in sagas and Latin historiography from Scandinavia as well as the representation of laws and
norms in mythological texts. They demonstrate that narrations of law provide an indispensable insight
into legal culture and its connection to a wider framework of social norms, adjusting the impression
given by the laws. The philological approaches underline that the narrative texts also have an agenda
of their own when it comes to their representation of law, providing a mirror of conduct, criticising
inequity, reinforcing the political and juridical position of kings or negotiating norms in mythological
texts. Altogether, the volume underlines the unifying force exerted by a common fiction of law beyond
its letter.

The Spoils of Victory

Medieval Nordic legal sources are to be found from Greenland, the Scandinavian countries to Russia.
The acceptance of Christianity led to decisive changes in these legal sources, the polity, private law
and everyday life. This volume considers the sources, explains how they came about and reviews their
content and their further development until about AD 1500. It presents for the first time a consistent
picture of these sources.

Men in the Middle

Clothing, jewelry, animal remains, ceramics, coins, and weaponry are among the artifacts that have
been discovered in graves in Gaul dating from the fifth to eighth century. Those who have unearthed
them, from the middle ages to the present, have speculated widely on their meaning. This authoritative
book makes a major contribution to the study of death and burial in late antique and early medieval
society with its long overdue systematic discussion of this mortuary evidence. Tracing the history of
Merovingian archaeology within its cultural and intellectual context for the first time, Effros exposes



biases and prejudices that have colored previous interpretations of these burial sites and assesses
what contemporary archaeology can tell us about the Frankish kingdoms. Working at the intersection
of history and archaeology, and drawing from anthropology and art history, Effros emphasizes in
particular the effects of historical events and intellectual movements on French and German antiquarian
and archaeological studies of these grave goods. Her discussion traces the evolution of concepts of
nationhood, race, and culture and shows how these concepts helped shape an understanding of the
past. Effros then turns to contemporary multidisciplinary methodologies and finds that we are still limited
by the types of information that can be readily gleaned from physical and written sources of Merovingian
graves. For example, since material evidence found in the graves of elite families and particularly elite
men is more plentiful and noteworthy, mortuary goods do not speak as directly to the conditions in which
women and the poor lived. The clarity and sophistication with which Effros discusses the methods and
results of European archaeology is a compelling demonstration of the impact of nationalist ideologies
on a single discipline and of the struggle toward the more pluralistic vision that has developed in the
post-war years.

The Numismatic Chronicle

By the early middle ages vernacular aristocratic traditions of heroic narration were firmly established
in Western and Northern Europe. Although there are regional, linguistic and formal differences, one
can observe a number of similarities. Oral literature disseminates a range of themes that are shared by
narratives in most parts of the continent. In all the European regions, this tradition of heroic narration
came into contact with Christianity, which led to modifications. Similar processes of adaptation and
transformation can be traced everywhere in this field of early European vernacular narrative. But with
the increasing specialization of academic fields over the last half century, inter-disciplinary dialogue
has become increasingly difficult. The volume is a contribution to renew the inter-disciplinary dialogue
about common themes, topics and motifs in Nordic, Roman, Anglo-Saxon and Germanic literature,
and about the different methodologies to explore them.
