In 19 Briefen an seine Freundin berichtet er nachvollziehbar
Uber Schlusselerlebnisse und Erkenntnisse. Einen Gberwéltigenden Eindruck machte ihm das Leben
in einer Kultur, die ihm eine ganz neue Form von Gemeinschaft zeigte, da sie in ihrer Tradition keine
Hierarchie gekannt hatte. Die Ungereihmtheiten des Besuchs von Papst Johannes-Paul Il in der Stadt,
in der er arbeitete, war der Ausgangspunkt, Lehren seiner Kirche in Frage zu stellen. Die Freundschaft
und Liebe einer Frau befreiten ihn von der Sexualmoral der rémischen Kirche, die ihn wahrend vieler
(etwa 26) Jahre lang gequélt und viel Kraft gekostet hatte. Die dadurch gewonnene Freiheit fiihrte
ihn nach und nach zu einem neuen Bild von Jesus. Er entdeckt, wie faszinierend die Bergpredigt ist
und wie die Worte Jesu immer noch neu und unverbraucht klingen. In den Auseinandersetzungen
mit den religidsen Autoritaten seiner Zeit zeigt sich ihm ein neuer, revolutionarer Jesus. Er spurt der
Notwendigkeit eines neuen Begriffs von Stinde und begreift die relative Unwichtigkeit der Zehn Gebote.
In den Beziehungen mit den Jinger/innen entdeckt er die Stellung Jesu zu Reichtum und Macht, eine
neue Rolle der Frau und die erstaunlichen Worte Jesu Uber seinen Vater und tber die zentrale Rolle der
Freundschaft.
