Delisle takes his noted outsider
perspective and applies it domestically, this time as a boy amongst men through the universal rite of
passage of the summer job. Even as a teenager, Delisle’s keen eye for hypocrisy highlights the tensions
of class and the rampant sexism an all-male workplace permits.

On his days off, Guy finds refuge in art, a world far beyond
the factory floor. Delisle shows himself rediscovering comics at the public library, and preparing for
animation school-only to be told on the first day, “There are no jobs in animation.” Eager to pursue a
job he enjoys, Guy throws caution to the wind.

The Rohingya are a Muslim group who live in Rakhine state (formerly Arakan state) in western Myanmar
(Burma), a majority Buddhist country. According to the United Nations, they are one of the most
persecuted minorities in the world. They suffer routine discrimination at the hands of neighboring
Buddhist Rakhine groups, but international human rights groups such as Human Rights Watch (HRW)
have also accused Myanmar's authorities of being complicit in a campaign of ethnic cleansing against
the Rohingya Muslims. The Rohingya face regular violence, arbitrary arrest and detention, extortion,
and other abuses, a situation that has been particularly acute since 2012 in the wake of a serious wave
of sectarian violence. Islam is practiced by around 4% of the population of Myanmar, and most Muslims
also identify as Rohingya. Yet the authorities refuse to recognize this group as one of the 135 ethnic
groups or 'national races' making up Myanmar's population. On this basis, Rohingya individuals are
denied citizenship rights in the country of their birth, and face severe limitations on many aspects of an
ordinary life, such as marriage or movement around the country. This expose of the attempt to erase
the Rohingyas from the face of Myanmar is sure to gain widespread attention.

World Record Holders

A Lifetime of Labor

At sunset on Sunday 5th March 1944 an airborne force set out from Lalaghat airstrip in Assam aboard
gliders piloted by Americans of the 1st Air Commando USAAF. They were men of Special Force,
otherwise known as "The Chindits" led by their famous commander Major General Orde Wingate. In
the brilliant moonlight they flew eastwards over the steep mountain range separating India from Burma,
crossed the mighty Chindwin River, which lay like a glittering silver ribbon far below them, to land in a
small clearing, codenamed "Broadway" in the jungle 130 miles behind the Japanese front lines. Despite
heavy casualties sustained in the glider landings, the survivors by dint of prodigious effort managed in a
few hours to construct a rough airstrip, which on the following nights received Dakota transport aircraft
ferrying men, mules and equipment. They achieved complete surprise over the enemy and within a
period of six days, in a total of 78 glider and 660 Dakota sorties, some of which alighted at a nearby
airstrip codenamed "Chowringhee\
