The percentage of time that students were engaged in learning 
vis-à-vis government expectations was approximately 39 percent in Ghana, 63 percent in Pernambuco, 
71 percent in Morocco, and 78 percent in Tunisia. Instructional time use is a mediator variable that 
is challenging to measure, so it often escapes scrutiny. Research suggests that merely financing the 
ingredients of instruction is not enough to produce learning outcomes; students must also get sufficient 
time to process the information. The quantity-quality tradeoff that often accompanies large-scale 
enrollments may be partly due to instructional time restrictions. Time wastage also distorts budgetary 
outlays and teacher salary rates.
