Goaded by his
wife’s desire to help a friend and fellow mother and Andy’s desire to make sure the real kidnapper is
in jail, Andy and his team enter the case. But what they start to uncover is far more complicated and
dangerous than they ever expected, in David Rosenfelt's Collared.
