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Family Love in the Diaspora

Colonial social policy in the British West Indies from the nineteenth century onward assumed that
black families lacked morals, structure, and men, a void that explained poverty and lack of citizenship.
African-Caribbean families appeared as the mirror opposite of the "ideal” family advocated by the white,
colonial authorities. Yet contrary to this image, what provided continuity in the period and contributed
to survival was in fact the strength of family connections, their inclusivity and support. This study

is based on 150 life story narratives across three generations of forty-five families who originated

in the former British West Indies. The author focuses on the particular axes of Caribbean peoples
from the former British colonies of Jamaica, Trinidad and Tobago and Barbados, and Great Britain.
Divided into four parts, the chapters within each present an oral history of migrant African-Caribbean
families, demonstrating the varieties, organization, and dynamics of family through their memories and
narratives. It traces the evolution of Caribbean life; argues how the family can be seen as the tool that
helps transmit and transform historical mentalities; examines the dynamics of family life; and makes
comparisons with Indo-Caribbean families. Above all, this is a story of families that evolved, against the
odds of slavery and poverty, to form a distinct Creole form, through which much of the social history
of the English-speaking Caribbean is refracted. "Family Love in the Diaspora" offers an important new
perspective on African-Caribbean families, their history, and the problems they face, for now and the
future. It offers a long overdue historical dimension to the debates on Caribbean families.

Love Unspoken Scorn Bespoken - True Stories from a Dysfunctional Diasporic Family

A searing lens of a family as it attempts to cope with domestic life in the diaspora. From the backwater
of Basmeer's birth town as he copes with his adolescent inhibitions and through to his incompatible

marriage, then to his eleven-year estrangement after he sires and rears five children who move to the
diaspora with their mother, and with his blessings. In richly textured prose, Basmeer’s private moments
are palpable as he reunites with his family only to find himself struggling to understand the shift in their
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personalities. His struggles are unending even in his 73rd year as he walks out of his home for the sixth
time after years of miscommunication and abuse.

Catholicism in Migration and Diaspora

Far-Flung Families in Film

Why have films with diasporic family narratives increased in popularity in recent years? How do repre-
sentations of the diasporic family differ from those of more dominant social groups? How does diasporic
cinema negotiate the conventions of film genres commonly associated with the representation of the
family? In the age of globalisation, diasporic and other types of transnational family are increasingly
represented in films such as East is East, Le Grand Voyage, Almanya - Welcome to Germany, Immigrant
Memories, Couscous, When We Leave, Monsoon Wedding and My Big Fat Greek Wedding. While
there is a significant body of scholarship on the representation of the family in Hollywood cinema,
this is the first book to analyse the depiction of Black and Asian British, Maghrebi French and Turkish
German families from a comparative transnational perspective. Drawing on critical concepts from
diaspora studies, anthropology, socio-historical research on diasporic families and the burgeoning field
of transnational film studies, this book is an essential read for Film Studies scholars and students who
are researching families and issues of race and ethnicity in cinema, the media and visual culture.

African Diaspora ldentities

This book positions the identities that African ZmigrZs negotiate in transnational migration. It seeks
to investigate the structure and modalities of the broader social contexts and parameters underpin-
ning how these identities are constructed and rationalized. The identities African immigrants depict
are transnational, resilient, enterprising, altruistic, and based upon a yearning desire for economic
opportunities and total incorporation in global affairs. Their migratory identities are structured to finding
solutions to ameliorate the myriad of pressing issues facing Africa.

Race, Gender, and Citizenship in the African Diaspora

With the exception of slave narratives, there are few stories of black international migration in U.S.
news and popular culture. This book is interested in stratified immigrant experiences, diverse black
experiences, and the intersection of black and immigrant identities. Citizenship as it is commonly
understood today in the public sphere is a legal issue, yet scholars have done much to move beyond
this popular view and situate citizenship in the context of economic, social, and political positioning.
The book shows that citizenship in all of its forms is often rhetorically, representationally, and legally
negated by blackness and considers the ways that blackness, and representations of blackness, impact
one’s ability to travel across national and social borders and become a citizen. This book is a story of
citizenship and the ways that race, gender, and class shape national belonging, with Haiti, Cuba, and
the United States as the primary sites of examination.

Arab Voices in Diaspora offers a wide-ranging overview and an insightful study of the field of anglo-
phone Arab literature produced across the world.

Language, Diaspora, Home

This book explores language maintenance and development in the linguistic lives of second-, third-,
and fourth-generation immigrants as they navigate migration and diaspora, highlighting the role of
women in acting as custodians and gate-keepers of family languages towards creating a sense of
home. The volume features an interdisciplinary approach, drawing on work from narrative, storytelling,
literary studies, and linguistic anthropology, as well as interviews with multiple generations of immigrant
families, to reflect on the ways these families foster a sense of home and maintain connections to
their homelands through language. Robinson showcases the voices of a diverse range of families to
examine the choices women in immigrant families make between the use of family languages, dominant
community languages, or a mix of the two. The volume enhances our understanding of the ways in which
immigrants navigate the linguistic landscapes of home and community amid migration and diaspora.
This book will be of interest to students and scholars in linguistic anthropology, sociolinguistics,
language and gender, and language and migration.

Family in Africa and the African diaspora

Drawing on 15 months of ethnographic research in one of the most under-developed regions in the
Caribbean island of Trinidad, this book describes the uses and consequences of social media for

its residents. Jolynna Sinanan argues that this semi-urban town is a place in-between: somewhere
city dwellers look down on and villagers look up to. The complex identity of the town is expressed
through uses of social media, with significant results for understanding social media more generally.
Not elevating oneself above others is one of the core values of the town, and social media becomes a
tool for social visibility; that is, the process of how social norms come to be and how they are negotiated.
Carnival logic and high-impact visuality is pervasive in uses of social media, even if Carnival is not
embraced by all Trinidadians in the town and results in presenting oneself and association with different
groups in varying ways. The study also has surprising results in how residents are explicitly non-activist
and align themselves with everyday values of maintaining good relationships in a small town, rather
than espousing more worldly or cosmopolitan values.

Social Media in Trinidad

Learning to Love moves beyond the media and policy stereotypes that conflate arranged marriages with
forced marriages. Using in-depth interviews and participant observations, this book assembles a rich
and diverse array of everyday marriage narratives and trajectories and highlights how considerations
of romantic love are woven into traditional arranged marriage practices. It shows that far from being

a homogeneous tradition, arranged marriages involve a variety of different matchmaking practices
where each family tailors its own cut-and-paste version of British-Indian arranged marriages to suit
modern identities and ambitions. Pande argues that instead of being wedded to traditions, people in
the British-Indian diaspora have skillfully adapted and negotiated arranged marriage cultural norms to



carve out an identity narrative that portrays them as "modern and progressive migrants"—ones who are
changing with the times and cultivating transnational forms of belonging.

Learning to Love

This book celebrates both the past and present existence of the Indian diasporic grandparents who live
their daily lives in different countries — the United Kingdom, the United States, Canada, South Africa,
Fiji, Mauritius, Australia, Suriname and Malaysia — and in different economic, social, cultural, religious
contexts and specific household and family situations. The achievements of the few rich and the famous
Indians living in diaspora have been given the celebratory treatment; similar status is not often given to
the achievements of the diasporic Indian grandparents. However, “the vanquished and the victors, the
subalterns and the sahibs, have equal claims on our attention ... clearly there are areas where Indian
communities have been settled for long periods of time ... without having a significant effect on the
countries of their residence ... [but] they, too are integral parts of the diaspora” (Brij Lal, Peter Reeves
& Rajesh Rai, 2006, p. 15). This book is about voices of contemporary Indian grandparents and their
grand parenting practices. The diasporic Indian grandparents are engaged in keeping diverse “Indian
families” and “communities” as strong as possible in the current era of globalization process and social
policy initiatives that are dominated by the ideology of neo-liberalism. This book claims that the diasporic
Indian grandparents have significant effects on the countries of their residence and too are integral
parts of the Indian diaspora who deserve the celebratory treatment and status. The book can be used
for courses in the areas of critical social work, family studies, gerontology, nursing, rural development,
critical pedagogy, and diaspora studies.

Indian Diaspora

Discovery to Diaspora is a fascinating family journey which breathes life into the times of Jews in
Lithuania and Latvia. The Jewish roots in the Baltic Sea region are rife with dualities. In one sense, the
region is a beautiful coastal area with large sandy beaches and busy ports.

Through their individual stories we see their descendents
enriching the world with their skills, love, and compassion for life. With the help of genealogy reports,
published works, public records, memoirs, journals, diaries, notes, interviews, and personal stories,
Keith W Kaye develops a holistic blueprint of Jewish life and times of the Graudan family from the
eighteenth to mid twentieth century. Steeped in rich ancestry and history, the personal stories allow the
reader to travel to the Baltic and experience past life there in a firsthand way. A vivid picture of Jewish
life in Lithuania and in Latvia evolves as the history, politics, and people of the region are explored.

Along the way, Keith shares his own techniques for discovering the historical and
familial facts, his unexpected and enlightening encounters, and his exciting exploration into the depths
of his family history.

Amy Tan

This is a book about the power of the imagination to move persons from the Global South as they
reinvent themselves. This ethnography focuses on Caribbean Rastafari who have undertaken a spiritual
repatriation to Ethiopia over several decades particularly, though not exclusively, from Jamaica. Shelene
Gomes traces the formation of a Rastafari community located in the multicultural Jamaica Safar or
Jamaica neighbourhood in the Ethiopian city of Shashamane following a twentieth century grant of land
from the former Ethiopian Emperor, Haile Selassie I. In presenting narratives of spiritual repatriation,
everyday behaviours and ritualised events, Gomes provides an ethnographic account of Caribbean
cosmopolitan sensibilities. Situated in the historical conditions of colonial West Indian plantations and
the asymmetries of freedom and bondage within modernity, a recognition of global positionalities and
local situatedness characterises this case of cosmopolitanism from the Global South. Shifting the
centre of worldviews from Europe to Africa, Rastafari both challenge global disparities as well as
reproduce hierarchies in the local space of the Jamaica Safar. In positioning Ethiopia as the spiritual
birthplace of humanity, Rastafari also engage in ontological and epistemological reinvention. This
spiritual repatriation, in its emic sense, foregrounds the Caribbeanist contribution to anthropology.
Ethnographies of the Caribbean have been at the forefront of anthropological enquiries into global
interconnections. This discussion of spiritual repatriation is both specific to the diasporic Caribbean
and relevant to wider world-making processes and representations.

Cosmopolitanism from the Global South

The narratives depict the unexpected challenges that confront the African migrants, this range from
addictions, crime, and family separations, love adventures to plastic surgery. The writer tells about
these experiences in a remarkable manner that captures the characters' social and psychological
daunting manner through their own mode of expressions. The use of humour brings to surface the
level of humanity, and will keep the reader turning the pages.

The Challenges of the African Diaspora in Austria

Linking autobiographic writings by Korean women in Japan and the United States and the author's
ethnographic insights, Writing Selves in Diaspora presents an original, profound, and powerful in-
tervention—Dboth literary and anthropological—in our understanding of life in diaspora, being female,
and forming selves. Each chapter offers unique and original discussion on the intersection between
gender and diaspora on one hand and the process of the self's formation on the other. Chapters

are mutually engaging, yet have independent themes to explore: language and self, romantic love,
exile and totalitarianism, the ethic of care, and critique of medicalization of identity. Through the
introduction of women's lives and introspection and interpretation accorded to them, this book delivers
an unprecedented text of candor and courage. This book will have appeal for both academic and
intellectually-informed lay readers interested in gender, self, and diaspora.

Writing Selves In Diaspora

Constructing Vernacular Culture in the Trans-Caribbean traces the contradictory cultural trajectories
constructed and re-produced in the fluid diasporic spaces we call the Trans-Caribbean. Particular
emphasis is placed on such cultural expressions that reflect or derive from the cultural vernacular
and popular culture as it exists in these spaces. Its multidisciplinary approach and focus on different
language areas in the Trans-Caribbean are of particular interest to scholars in cultural studies,
migration, literary theory, and cultural criticism.

Constructing Vernacular Culture in the Trans-Caribbean

This edited volume explores the interconnection between care work, travel, and healthcare, empha-
sizing the emotional dimensions of seeking care away from home. It brings together contributions



from disciplines such as anthropology, nursing, primary care, sociology and geography and covers
experiences of medical travel and other forms of remote care in the United States, Laos, India, Italy,
France, Finland, Switzerland, and Russia.

Care Work and Medical Travel

Due to the large-scale global transformations of the 20th century, migration literature has become a
vibrant genre over the last decades. In these novels, issues of transcultural identity and belonging
naturally feature prominently. This study takes a closer look at the ways in which the idea of family
informs processes of identity construction. It explores changing roles and meanings of the diasporic
family as well as intergenerational family relations in a migration setting in order to identify the
specific challenges, problems, and possibilities that arise in this context. This book builds on insights
from different fields of family research (e.g. sociology, psychology, communication studies, memory
studies) to provide a conceptual framework for the investigation of synchronic and diachronic family
constellations and connections. The approach developed in this study not only sheds new light on
contemporary British migration literature but can also prove fruitful for analyses of families in literature
more generally. By highlighting the relevance and multifaceted nature of doing family, this study also
offers new perspectives for transcultural memory studies.

Doing Family in Second-Generation British Migration Literature

Bringing together different strands of research on Middle Eastern diasporas, the Routledge Handbook

Offering a rich compilation of case studies, this book will appeal to students of Middle
Eastern Studies, International Relations, and Sociology, as well as being of interest to policymakers,
government departments, and NGOs.

In Envisioning Religion, Race, and Asian Americans, David K. Yoo and Khyati Y. Joshi assemble a
wide-ranging and important collection of essays documenting the intersections of race and religion
and Asian American communities—a combination so often missing both in the scholarly literature and
in public discourse.

This collection will certainly serve as an invaluable
resource for scholars, students, and general readers with interests in Asian American religions, ethnic
and Asian American studies, religious studies, American studies, and related fields that focus on
immigration and race.

Envisioning Religion, Race, and Asian Americans

Problematic Identities in Women's Fiction of the Sri Lankan Diaspora

This anthology originated as papers presented at a conference held in London, July 2018, entitled
"Caribbean Women (Post) Diaspora: African-Caribbean Interconnections”. The chapters focus on
issues of women’s agency and on the potential for transformation produced by the experience of
migration and the networks and communities fashioned by African-Caribbean women in diasporic
spaces. They cover a range of disciplines including the study of visual art, auto-ethnographic analysis,
in addition to socio-cultural and literary analyses. The work included in this anthology inserts, as central
to its focus, considerations of gender and specifically the experiences of women in processes of
migration, community formation and resistance. In its focus on concepts of diaspora and post-diaspora,
the book investigates the potential of these theoretical terms to address the complexity of the diasporic
experience. Concepts of post-diaspora have emerged in recent scholarship as a response to the
challenges to traditional understandings of diaspora raised by the increase and speed of globalisation,
and by the rise of transnationalism, both as a focus of academic study and as an everyday experience.
Post-diaspora, like transnationalism, emphasises the fluidity of the migration process: post-diasporic
identities emerge from the shifting formations of intra- and international communities. The chapters in
this book were originally published as a special issue of the journal African and Black Diaspora.

African-Caribbean Women Interrogating Diaspora/Post-Diaspora

From Chinua Achebe to Marina Warner, Writing Across Worlds brings together new interviews and
interviews with major international writers previously featured in the pages of Wasafiri magazine,
founded in 1984 and now celebrating its twentieth anniversary.

Writing Across Worlds

Based on long-term ethnographic fieldwork among Tongan migrant mothers and adult daughters in
Australia, anthropologist Makiko Nishitani provides a unique account of how gifts, money, and informa-
tion flow along the connections of kin and kin-like relationships. Desire, Obligation, and Familial Love
challenges the conventional discourse on migration, which typically characterizes intergenerational
changes from tradition to modernity, from relational to individual, and from obligation to autonomy
and freedom. Rather, through an intimate examination of Tongan women’s everyday engagement
with kinship relationships, Nishitani highlights how migrant women and their daughters born outside
Tonga together create a field of relationships with kin and kin-like people, and navigate between
individualistic, personal desires and familial duties and obligations. Their negotiations are not limited to
alocal frame of reference, but encompass vast distances, including relationships with relatives in places
like Australia, New Zealand, the United States, and the “home” island nation. Tongan women manage
these relationships across diverse modes of communication: face-to-face interactions in homes and at
church, lengthy telephone conversations on fixed phone lines in kitchens, and interactions on social
media accessed on living room computers shared between neighboring households. Relationships
between migrant mothers and second-generation daughters are suffused with warmth and empathy,
as well as tensions and misunderstandings. Nishitani’s work demonstrates the critical contemporary
relevance of classical anthropological kinship studies and gift theories as tools that can help us to
understand transnationalism in the “digital” age. Through reflections on feminist geography, social
theory of technology, Bourdieu’s field theory, and media studies, Nishitani makes a convincing call

for anthropologists to use relationships rather than geographical places as a site of anthropological
fieldwork in order to understand the sociality of diasporic people. Filled with rich, intimate portrayals of
diasporic women'’s everyday lives and the everyday politics of familial relationships, Desire, Obligation,
and Familial Love will appeal to students and scholars of the anthropology of migration, of commu-



nication technologies and social media, and of gender and familial relationships, as well as to those
interested in fieldwork methodology, transnational and migration studies, and Pacific studies.

Desire, Obligation, and Familial Love

When situated in the wider European context, ‘the Irish family’ has undergone a process of profound
transformation and rapid change in very recent decades. Recent data cites a significant increase in
one parent households and a high non-marital birth rate for instance alongside the emergence of
cohabitation, divorce, same sex families and reconstituted families. At the same time, the majority of
children in Ireland still live in a two-parent family based on marriage and the divorce rate in Ireland is
comparatively lower than other European countries. 21st century family life is, in reality, characterised by
continuity and change in the Irish context. This book seeks to understand, interpret and theorise family
life in Ireland by providing a detailed analysis of historical change, demographic trends, fertility and
reproduction, marriage, separation and divorce, sexualities, children and young people, class, gender,
motherhood, intergenerational relations, grandparents, ethnicity, globalisation, technology and family
practices.

This book by eminent author Jasbir Jain explores the many ways the diaspora remembers and reflects
upon the lost homeland, and their relationship with their own ancestry, history of the homeland, culture
and the current political conflicts. Amongst the questions this book asks is, ‘how does the diaspora
relate to their home, and what is the homeland's relationship to the diaspora as representatives of
the contemporary homeland in another country?’. The last is an interesting point of discussion since
the 'present’ of the homeland and of the diaspora cannot be equated. The transformations that new
locations have brought about as migrants have travelled through time and interacted with the politics
of their settled lands---Africa, Fiji, the Caribbean Islands, the UK, the US, Canada, as well as the
countries created out of British India, such as Pakistan and Bangladesh---have altered their affiliations
and perspectives.
