The Feast of Our Lady of Guadalupe is a major Mexican holiday celebrating the appearance of the 
Virgin Mary to an Indian man in the first years of Spanish rule.
The Day of the Dead (Día de los Muertos) is a day set aside to remember and honor those who have 
died.
Cinco de Mayo, which marks the Mexican military victory over the French in 1862. is more widely 



celebrated in the United States than it is in Mexico.
