Heine used her
own wealth to bring grandeur, culture, and sophistication to the palatial center of Monte Carlo; and with
the introduction of gambling, an internationally celebrated resort was born, initially for the privileged few
and later for raffish café society, The last section of the book is devoted to the most recent generations
of the Grimaldis. Here, a new image of Rainier Ill emerges as both man and monarch, beginning with
his blighted childhood as the son of divorced parents and of a mother scorned as illegitimate.
