Mad Mothers, Bad Mothers, and What a Good Mother Would Do

When a mother Kills her child, we call her a bad mother, but, as this book shows, even mothers

who intend to do their children harm are not easily categorized as OmadO or Obad.O Maternal love
is a complex emotion rich with contradictory impulses and desires, and motherhood is a conflicted
state in which women constantly renegotiate the needs mother and child, the self and the other.
Applying care ethics philosophy and the work of Emmanuel Levinas, Maurice Merleau-Ponty, and
Simone de Beauvoir to real-world experiences of motherhood, Sarah LaChance Adams throws the
inherent tensions of motherhood into sharp relief, drawing a more nuanced portrait of the mother
and child relationship than previously conceived.

Maternal Bodies

In the second half of the eighteenth century, motherhood came to be viewed as women's most important
social role, and the figure of the good mother was celebrated as a moral force in American society. Nora
Doyle shows that depictions of motherhood in American culture began to define the ideal mother by her
emotional and spiritual roles rather than by her physical work as a mother. As a result of this new vision,
lower-class women and non-white women came to be excluded from the identity of the good mother

because American culture defined them in terms of their physical labor. However, Doyle also shows that
childbearing women contradicted the ideal of the disembodied mother in their personal accounts and
instead perceived motherhood as fundamentally defined by the work of their bodies. Enslaved women



were keenly aware that their reproductive bodies carried a literal price, while middle-class and elite
white women dwelled on the physical sensations of childbearing and childrearing. Thus motherhood
in this period was marked by tension between the lived experience of the maternal body and the
increasingly ethereal vision of the ideal mother that permeated American print culture.

Through her
experiences fighting for resources to put herself through college, she discovered her true calling and
founded her organization, Generation Hope, to provide support for teen parents and their children so
they can thrive in college and kindergarten—driving a 2-generation solution to poverty. Pregnant Girl
will inspire young parents faced with similar choices and obstacles that they too can pursue their goals
with the right support.
