Gothic and Renaissance Art in Nuremberg, 1300-1550

The Austrian School of Economics was founded by Carl Menger in Vienna during the last third of the 
nineteenth century. From that time until today, its vibrant teaching tradition has had a significant influ-
ence on the formation and further development of the modern social sciences and economics in Europe 



and the United States. Its research agenda was characterized by an astonishing multitude of diverse, 
and in some cases even contradictory, conclusions. All branches of the school shared the conviction 
that the subjective feelings and actions of the individual are those which drive economic activity. Based 
on this conviction, explanations for economic phenomena such as value, exchange, price, interest, 
and entrepreneurial profit were derived, and step by step expanded into a comprehensive theory of 
money and business cycles. Because of their subjectivist-individualistic approach, economists of the 
Austrian School regarded any kind of collective as unscientific in rationale. This led to fierce arguments 
with the Marxists, the German Historical School, and later with the promoters of planned economy and 
state interventionism. In the modern Austrian School of Economics, questions regarding knowledge, 
monetary theory, entrepreneurship, the market process, and spontaneous order placed themselves in 
the foreground. This book endeavors to trace the development of this multifaceted tradition, with all of 
its ideas, personalities, and institutions.

For God and Kaiser

Spielman presents the role of the Habsburg court in the rise of Vienna the early modem period. 
His study clearly shows the extraordinarily complex web of interrelationships and interdependencies 
between the court, its servants, and the city as each strove to protect its privileges.

This book offers a truly interdisciplinary discussion on the relationship between the vocal and the 
instrumental in music and other arts and in everyday communication alike.

The First World War

Word Art + Gesture Art = Tone Art

Textiles and the Medieval Economy

Beyond the Gymnasium is the first systematic effort to examine the history of the body in modern 
Germany. By looking into medical dietetics, walking, dancing, gymnastics, cholera, and classrooms, 
Heikki Lempa reconstructs the ways the middle-class body became a source of political and social 
autonomy and a medium of social interaction. During the first two decades of the nineteenth century, 
German physicians defined the middle class body as qualitatively different from the lower class 
body. This belief was supported by a contemporary science known as dietetics. Lempa provides a 
comprehensive history and analysis of this science. Beyond the Gymnasium also analyzes the social 
implications of court dancing and gymnastics. In the eighteenth century, the French court dances set 
the standards of upper and middle class conduct. In the 1810s, the gymnastics movement challenged 
this tradition by propagating vigorous physical exercise and egalitarian social interaction. In 1819, the 
ban on gymnastics contributed to the rapid spread of dancing clubs, ballrooms, public promenades, 
and spas; the old forms of bodily interaction underwent a renaissance. These two trends--the quest for 
bodily autonomy and the continuity of traditional bodily conduct--played an important role in the status 
of the German middle class in the nineteenth century. In social interaction, it continued to cultivate 
those forms that had endowed the Old Regime with its specific character and flair. To explain this, the 
book explores the forms of social recognition in dancing, greeting, and walking and discovers that the 
German middle class displayed an aptitude for social recognition of asymmetrical relationships.

Kaufmann begins with an overview of Arcimboldo’s life and work, exploring the artist’s early years in 
sixteenth-century Lombardy, his grounding in Leonardesque traditions, and his tenure as a Habsburg 
court portraitist in Vienna and Prague. Arcimboldo then trains its focus on the celebrated composite 
heads, approaching them as visual jokes with serious underpinnings—images that poetically display 
pictorial wit while conveying an allegorical message. In addition to probing the humanistic, literary, 
and philosophical dimensions of these pieces, Kaufmann explains that they embody their creator’s 
continuous engagement with nature painting and natural history. He reveals, in fact, that Arcimboldo 
painted many more nature studies than scholars have realized—a finding that significantly deepens 
current interpretations of the composite heads. Demonstrating the previously overlooked importance 
of these works to natural history and still-life painting, Arcimboldo finally restores the artist’s fantastic 
visual jokes to their rightful place in the history of both science and art.

Liechtenstein, the Princely Collections

This volume contains some 46 essays on various aspects of contemporary German-Jewish literature. 
The approaches are diverse, reflecting the international origins of the contributors, who are based in 
seventeen different countries. Holocaust literature is just one theme in this context; others are memory, 
identity, Christian-Jewish relations, anti-Zionism, la belle juive, and more. Prose, poetry and drama 
are all represented, and there is a major debate on the controversial attempt to stage Fassbinder’s 
Der Müll, die Stadt und der Tod in 1985. The overall approach of the volume is an inclusive one. In 
his introduction, the editor calls for a reappraisal of the terms of German-Jewish discourse away from 
the notion of ‘Germans’ and ‘Jews’ and towards the idea that both Jews and non-Jews, all of them 
Germans, have contributed to the corpus of ‘German-Jewish literature’.

Beyond the Gymnasium

In his landmark volume Space, Time and Architecture, Sigfried Giedion paired images of two iconic 
spirals: Tatlin’s Monument to the Third International and Borromini’s dome for Sant’Ivo alla Sapienza. 
The values shared between the baroque age and the modern were thus encapsulated on a single 
page spread. As Giedion put it, writing of Sant’Ivo, Borromini accomplished 'the movement of the 
whole pattern [...] from the ground to the lantern, without entirely ending even there.' And yet he 
merely 'groped' towards that which could 'be completely effected' in modern architecture-achieving 'the 
transition between inner and outer space.' The intellectual debt of modern architecture to modernist 
historians who were ostensibly preoccupied with the art and architecture of earlier epochs is now widely 
acknowledged. This volume extends this work by contributing to the dual projects of the intellectual 
history of modern architecture and the history of architectural historiography. It considers the varied 
ways that historians of art and architecture have historicized modern architecture through its interaction 
with the baroque: a term of contested historical and conceptual significance that has often seemed to 
shadow a greater contest over the historicity of modernism. Presenting research by an international 
community of scholars, this book explores through a series of cross sections the traffic of ideas between 
practice and history that has shaped modern architecture and the academic discipline of architectural 
history across the long twentieth century. The editors use the historiography of the baroque as a lens 
through which to follow the path of modern ideas that draw authority from history. In doing so, the 
volume defines a role for the baroque in the history of architectural historiography and in the history of 
modern architectural culture.

At the intersection of media 
studies, cultural history, and literature, this work recounts the gradual transition of agency from human 
to nonhuman actors to show how the concept of the digital server stems from the classic role of the 
servant.
