DEONTOLOGICAL ETHICS is closely associated with Immanuel Kant's model of ethical theory.

It argues that the morality, that is, the rightness or wrongness, of a human act depends on whether
such act fulfills a duty or not, rather than on its consequence.




Hence, deontological ethics is duty-based. As a matter of fact, deontology comes from the Greek
word deon, which means duty.

One of the basic ideas in deontological ethics is that some actions are right or wrong in themselves,
regardless of their consequences.

In deontological ethics, therefore, before we make moral decisions, we have to consider first which
actions are right and wrong and proceed from there.

If an action is wrong in itself, then we are under a moral obligation to act accordingly.
