A complete study has, therefore, been made of the available materials form Yunnan, Indo-China,
Siam, Malaya and Burma, the countries which immediately concern our problem. Our investigations
show that these foreign types arrived late in India, possibly well within the historical period, and that
the archasologieal context does not favour the view of their being brought by migration of any people.
With these findings, which are based wholly on archaeological evidence, our study closes.
