The Optical Unconscious is a pointed protest against the official story of modernism and against the 
critical tradition that attempted to define modern art according to certain sacred commandments and 
self-fulfilling truths.

Krauss also gives us the story that Alfred Barr, Meyer 
Shapiro, and Clement Greenberg repressed, the story of a small, disparate group of artists who defied 
modernism's most cherished self-descriptions, giving rise to an unruly, disruptive force that persistently 
haunted the field of modernism from the 1920s to the 1950s and continues to disrupt it today. In order 
to understand why modernism had to repress the optical unconscious, Krauss eavesdrops on Roger 
Fry in the salons of Bloomsbury, and spies on the toddler John Ruskin as he amuses himself with 
the patterns of a rug; we find her in the living room of Clement Greenberg as he complains about 
"smart Jewish girls with their typewriters" in the 1960s, and in colloquy with Michael Fried about 
Frank Stella's love of baseball. Along the way, there are also narrative encounters with Freud, Jacques 
Lacan, Georges Bataille, Roger Caillois, Gilles Deleuze, and Jean-François Lyotard. To embody this 
optical unconscious, Krauss turns to the pages of Max Ernst's collage novels, to Marcel Duchamp's 
hypnotic Rotoreliefs, to Eva Hesse's luminous sculptures, and to Cy Twombly's, Andy Warhol's, and 
Robert Morris's scandalous decoding of Jackson Pollock's drip pictures as "Anti-Form." These artists 
introduced a new set of values into the field of twentieth-century art, offering ready-made images of 
obsessional fantasy in place of modernism's intentionality and unexamined compulsions.

During the second half of the century, the society’s 
expeditions to the Levant yielded a series of pioneering architectural folios, beginning with the first 
volume The Antiquities of Athens in 1762. These monumental volumes aspired to empirical exactitude 
in text and image alike. They prepared the way for Specimens of Antient Sculpture (1809), which 
combines the didactic (detailed investigations into technique, condition, restoration, and provenance) 
with the connoisseurial (plates that bring the illustration of ancient sculpture to new artistic heights). 
The Society of Dilettanti’s projects and publications exemplify the Enlightenment ideal of the gentleman 
amateur, which is linked in turn to a culture of wide-ranging curiosity.
