With the collusion of her maids, Manijeh manages to hide him from attention for a while before
he is discovered by the palace guards.Afrasiab condemns Bijan to be thrown into a deep well, and its
mouth to be covered by a heavy rock. He also sentences his daughter into exile, so that both Bijan and
Manijeh are forced to live out their days in the wilderness. Every night, she secretly visits the mouth
of the well, brings him food, and speaks lovingly to him. When Gorgin return to Iran and make Kay
Khosrow of what has happened, the Shah looks into his Jaam-i Ja'm, and sees Bijan trapped inside
a well in the land of Turan. Shah call Rostam, the greatest of all Iranian heroes, who disguises himself
as a merchant, and along with a few knights, enters Turan and finally discovers the well where Bijan is
imprisoned. He rolls the rock off the mouth of the well using his super human strength, and pulls Bijan
to safety. Furious with Bijan's escape and his own daughter's treason, Afrasiab declares war on Iran.
The Iranian and Turanian armies meet and a mighty battle ensues. The skies turn dark from the dust
of the battle field while trumpets and crashing cymbals signify the attack of the Iranian cavalry. Turan is
defeated, and Afrasiab is forced to return home without his daughter and in shame.This story reflects
the ongoing wars between the Iranian kings and their greatest enemies. "Turan" is a reference to the
nomadic peoples of Central Asia (initially Iranian-speaking), The theme of doomed love stories between
the youth of Iran and Turan is repeated several times in the Shahnameh and reaches its pinnacle in
the epic of Sia'vosh.

A joy to read.” - www.openingthebook.com Louise Soraya Black Born in England in
1977 to an English mother and Iranian father. Her father worked for UNICEF so she spent 17 years
living overseas, in countries including Iran, Pakistan, Bangladesh and Indonesia. In spite of all this
travel, she had strong roots: the family spent their summers in England and winter holidays in Iran. She
began an English degree at University College London, but after a year switched to Law. She spent 8
years in corporate law but was unfulfilled so began writing in her spare time. She felt it was important to
write about Iran because Iran is portrayed in the media as a bleak and oppressive place.

My Name Is Iran

In the background, tribal leaders are
in open rebellion against the government, and a picture of a society torn apart by unrest emerges.

In the midst of this turbulence, normal life carries on in the beautiful courtyard of Zari's house, in the
rituals she imposes upon herself and in her attempt to keep the family safe from external events. But
the corruption engendered by occupation is pervasive - some try to profit as much as possible from it,
others look towards communism for hope, whilst yet others resort to opium. Finally even Zari's attempts
to maintain normal family life are shattered as disaster strikes. An immensely moving story, A Persian
Requiem is also a powerful indictment of the corrupting effects of colonization.

A famous Iranian dissident calls for universal human rights and democracy based on our common
humanity. Akbar Ganiji, called by some "Iran's most famous dissident," was a member of the Islamic
Revolutionary Guard Corps. But, troubled by the regime's repressive nature, he became an investiga-
tive journalist in the 1990s, writing for Iran's pro-democracy newspapers. Most notably, he traced the
murders of dissident intellectuals to Iran's secret service. In 2000, Ganji was arrested, sentenced to six
years in prison, and banned from working as a journalist. His eighty-day hunger strike during his last



year in prison mobilized the international human rights community. The Road to Democracy in Iran,
Ganji's first book in English, demonstrates his lifelong commitment to human rights and democracy.
A passionate call for universal human rights and the right to democracy from a Muslim perspective,

it lays out the goals and means of Iran's democracy movement, why women's rights trump some
interpretations of Islamic law, and how the West can help promote democracy in Iran (he strongly
opposes U.S. intervention) and other Islamic countries. Throughout the book Ganiji argues consistently
for universal rights based on our common humanity (and he believes the world's religions support that
idea). But his arguments never veer into abstraction; they are rooted deeply in the realities of life in
Islamic countries, and offer a clear picture of the possibilities for and obstacles to improving human
rights and promoting democracy in the Muslim world. Since his release from prison in March 2006,
Akbar Ganiji has been traveling outside Iran, meeting with intellectuals and activists in the international
human rights community. He is currently living in the United States.
